Socially Disadvantaged Group is a group whose members have been
subject to discrimination on the basis of race, color, national origin, age,
disability, and, where applicable, sex, marital status, familial status, parental
status, religion, sexual orientation, genetic information, political beliefs,
reprisal, or because all or a part of an individual's income Is derived from any
public assistance program.

Underserved communities have been denied such treatment, such as Black,
_atino, and Indigenous and Native American persons, Asian Americans and
Pacific Islanders and other persons of color; members of religious minorities;
esbian, gay, bisexual, transgender, and queer (LGBTQ+) persons; persons
with disabilities; persons who live in rural areas; and persons otherwise
adversely affected by persistent poverty or inequality.

Unprocessed or minimally processed food products are products that
iInclude (as examples) fruits and vegetables (including 100% juices); grain
products such as pastas and rice; meats (whole, pieces, or food items such as
ground meats); meat alternates such as beans or legumes, and fluid milk and
other dairy foods such as cheese and yogurt. Foods in a wide variety of
minimally processed states (e.g., whole, cut, pureed) and/or forms (e.g., fresh,
frozen, canned, dried) are also allowable for procurement.

Unprocessed or minimally processed food products DO NOT include baked
goods (breads, muffins, crackers), prepackaged sandwiches or meals; other
prepared and/or pre-cooked items that come ready-to-eat or that require no
further preparation beyond heating (i.e. cooked proteins including chicken
nuggets, fish sticks, pre-made pizzas).
