
The Water Quality Division within the Vermont Agency of 
Agriculture, Food and Markets (VAAFM) is responsible for 
ensuring farms meet the State agricultural water quality non-point 
source regulations. VAAFM performs this task through the use of 
regulatory, technical, and financial assistance programs provided to 
farmers and partner organizations.

VAAFM also works to reduce non-point source nutrient pollution 
from agricultural land through education and outreach programs, 
as well as grant awards to partners through the Agricultural Clean 
Water Initiative Program (Ag-CWIP). Ag-CWIP, which is made 
possible by the Clean Water Fund (CWF), supports partners to 
provide educational programs, innovative phosphorus reduction 
strategies, and technical assistance to Vermont farmers.

University of Vermont (UVM) Extension is a major player 
in agricultural water quality education, outreach and 
technical assistance in Vermont. In 2020, UVM Extension 
was the recipient of a $1.2 million Agricultural Clean 
Water Initiative Program (Ag-CWIP) grant over two years, 
which was divided between four regionally specialized 
programs. 

The Northwest Crops and Soils Program (NWCS) is one of 
the UVM programs funded through this program. NWCS 
aims to develop high-quality educational events and 
materials to assist farmers with implementing practices 
and techniques to reduce non-point source pollution.

In a 2019 interview, Heather Darby reflected on the 
appreciation she held for the flexible structure of Ag-CWIP 
grants, which she felt allowed her team to be adaptive and 
to respond to outreach needs as they came up. 

When COVID-related concerns in 2020 affected UVM 
Extension plans, NWCS demonstrated this flexibility by 
transitioning their outreach to virtual platforms. The team 
increased their activity on social media and blog pages, 
and even developed a virtual discussion group and a 
series of YouTube videos to replace educational events 
that would have otherwise been held in-person.
